"A Guide for Parents". There are 420 places in the school.

Children are normally admitted in the September prior to their fifth
birthday. For those born in September admission is the month of their
fifth birthday.

Curriculum

The Curriculum

The Curriculum at Molescroft Primary School will be appropriate to all the children
and will cover all the requirements made upon the school in terms of the Foundation
Stage Curriculum and National Curriculum. In the Foundation Year all curriculum
activities are planned using the curriculum guidance for the Foundation Stage. This
curriculum is divided into six areas of learning; Personal, Social and Emotional De-
velopment, Communication, Language and Literacy, Mathematical Development,
Knowledge and Understanding of the World, Creative Development and Physical
Development. Subject content at KS1 and KS2 will include that laid down in law
for: English, Mathematics, Science, Design Technology, Information Communica-
tion Technology, History, Geography, Art & Design, Music and PE. The Religious
Education taught will be as laid down in the County Syllabus. Other dimensions and
themes covered will include: Personal, Social, Citizenship and Health Education
(including Drugs Education), Road Safety, Sex Education, Economic Understanding,
The International Dimension and European Awareness. The curriculum will there-
fore be essentially broad, in that it will not only fulfil the requirements of the whole
Foundation and National Curriculum but will also meet the particular needs of the
children of Molescroft. The curriculum will be balanced so as to equip them for the
skills they need for life, work, leisure and social responsibility in the world as chil-
dren and future adults.

In reaching this target for breadth, depth of understanding will not be sacrificed.
Where appropriate, extended time will be given to skills and concepts which are
most essential to our pupils. A quality product in terms of delivery, work and
achievement is the target. To this aim sufficient time will be given so that pupils can
produce the quality required.

To achieve this understanding and ensure an efficient use of time and resources the
curriculum will be planned in the Long, Medium and Short Terms. The content of

the Long Term Plan will be designed to ensure that knowledge, concepts, skills and
attitudes are developed in a systematic and structured manner to ensure that children
are extending their understanding upon firm foundations.

The curriculum will contain builtn progression. To ensure the relevance of the cur-
riculum to the pupils it is essentially thematic in approach whereby the links between
subject areas will be exploited to promote the curriculum in as exciting and stimulat-
ing way as possible. Separate modules and whole Key Stage Themes, which are
best taught 'standing alone' will be covered appropriately. Indeed flexibility of ap-
proach will be required to gain the most benefit for all children.

Every child will receive the curriculum to which they are entitled. To achieve this
each teacher will ensure that the work is suitably differentiated to match the needs of
every individual child. These needs are seen not only as intellectual but also social,
physical, aesthetic, cultural, moral and spiritual. It is recognised that whereas every
child is an individual they each are equal in terms of opportunity. To release the
potential of every individual, resources will be employed be they human or material
(within the budget available) to enable children to prove their capabilities.

Everything will be done to ensure that children with Sperial
Educational Needs will have those needs met.

SPECIAL CURRICULAR ARRANGEMENTS

All children are provided for according to their own special educational needs. Some
children may receive extra help as identified by their teachers. Extra attention or
materials will be provided, as required. Children are organised in a variety of ways
to suit the needs of the individual and to match these needs to the requirements of the
curriculum. Some will receive help through the services of a Special Educational
Needs Support Teacher. Other children may be supported by a Teaching Assistant.
A social language group is particularly effective in supporting pupils with communi-
cation and social difficulties. In the same manner children who have exceptional
talents and ability will be identified and supported. An annual programme of testing
and assessment is designed to track pupils of all abilities to ensure that all needs are
met and that targets can be set for pupils of all abilities. Parents/Carers are kept fully
informed of any identification of Special Educational Needs and progress made.

The name of the governor designated to have oversight of this aspect of the school's
work is Lesley Harrison supported by Nicola Bailey.

The name of the member of staff having responsibility for the school's arrangements
for identifying and meeting the special needs of pupils is Mrs. Hakner.

The school has a budget of £168,607 for SEN including funding for pupils with a
Statement of Special Educational Need. In total the school spends £245,443 support-
ing learning for pupils with Special educational Needs. (10/11)

PUPILS WITH DISABILITIES

ADMISSION ARRANGEMENTS

If appropriate agencies recommend that a child with disabilities be admitted to Mo-
lescroft Primary School the child will be admitted and given every opportunity to
follow the normal curriculum (as far as is humanly possible) within the classroom
area and given support as necessary to achieve this. Examples of special arrange-
ments include adapted targets in the Athletics Programme, enlargement of text and
visual images, adult support and special provision during Residential Visits to enable
participation. Liaison would be maintained with other agencies and if necessary the
assistance of voluntary organisations would be sought.

STEPS TAKEN TO PREVENT PUPILS WITH DISABILITIES BEING

TREATED LESS FAVOURABLY THAN OTHER PUPILS.

The "Good Behaviour and ArBullying" Policies of the school provide a clear
benchmark and approach to ensure that no pupil with a disability is treated less fa-
vourably by others. All parents/carers and pupils have a guide to this policy. In ad-
dition the school has dnclusion Policy with targets. This is designed to ensure

that every pupil has every need met. There is an ongoing Inclusion Audit including a
review of all policies. Coupled with theccessibility Planthere have been a num-

ber of initiatives around the site to improve the environment for disabled pupils.
Much of this is linked to the provision of ramps with the new extension and im-
proved visual prompts where steps rerainside and out. Mr. Britton is responsi-

ble for matters of inclusion.

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PROSPECTUS Session Times and
School Meals

SESSION TIMES

THE SCHOOL DAY:
8.50 am 12:00 noon and 1.15 pr8.30 pm

Children should not be on the premises before 8.40 am but are encouraged to come
into school to start work between 8.40 am and 8.50am. Our aim is that all children
are working by 8.50 am. Children are expected to show independence and responsi-
bility by self registering as they arrive indicating their lunch time arrangements.
SCHOOL DINNER, PACKED LUNCH, or GOING HOME.

These are checked by staff. After the first week, parents should not accompany chil-
dren into the cloakroom. From Y1 onwards, parents must let children enter the
building alone. Children arriving late are marked as such in the register. Children
arriving after 8.50 am or 1.15 pm should report to the office to register.

BREAKS
Children enjoy two fifteen minute breaks each day.

ASSEMBLIES: are organised daily at 10.15 am for the whole school. (3.05 PM
Friday)

SCHOOL MEALS

School lunches are cooked on the premises. Money is collected on a Monday for
school meals and meals should be paid for in advance either weekly or (half) termly.
This should be in a sealed envelope with the child's name clearly marked. School
meals money is collected in the classroom. School meals are served on potteryplates
and bowls . Pupils may choose to have the healthy hot meal with free choice of
vegetables and potato, or may self serve from the equally healthy fourteen choice
salad bar. Pupils on both options may mix and match salad with vegetables and may
choose the hot pudding of the day or the freshly home made fruit salad. There are no
convenience foods. Pupils take their meals at different times according to a rota.
Supervision of children at lunchtime is under the direction of the Senior Midday Su-
pervisor Mrs. J. Robinson.

COST £2* per meal, Adults £3* (Jan 2011) *with one free meal for every

five consecutive meals booked/taken within one week. (£6 for 4 meals IF THE
SCHOOL IS ONLY OPEN FOR FOUR DAYYS)

PACKED LUNCHES

If preferred children may bring a packed lunch to school. Each class has a place to
store their lunch boxes. It is recommended that in the summer a very cold drink or
ice pack is included to keep the food cool as there are no low temperature storage
facilities. Packed lunches should contain items which are easy for the child to han-
dle. Drinks may be brought providing they are stored within the lunch box and are in
a carton or well sealed container. Glass bottles, vacuum flasks and canned drinks are
not allowed. Those eating a packed lunch, eat in

their own dining areas and according to a rota.

ITEMS FROM HOME

Children are not allowed to bring sweets to school. Fruit and milk are
D on sale during morning breaks. A piece of fruit is given to all Founda-
tion Stage and KS1 children FREE every day. Milk costs 25p per
drink. Fruit is available at different rates. Children may bring a piece
of fruit with them from home. Parents/carers are encouraged to pur-
chase a Molescroft Primary School book bag in which they can take
home and return homework, music and reading materials. Children
should not bring any toys, pencils, pens etc or pencil cases to school.
Everything they will need is provided for them. Exceptions may be
when during a particular study children are asked to bring in certain
items to school. Book bags cost £3.50 (March 2011). Heavy duty Dis-
patch Bags (more suitable for KS2 children) cost £7.

WATER IN THE CLASSROOM

Each child is issued with a free water bottle. This bottle returns home
each evening to be washed and refilled with water. Each child has ac-
cess to his/her water bottle during the dB\OWEVER ONLY

THIS BOTTLE IS ALLOWED IN THE CLASSROOM . Bottles

for use with packed lunches are stored separately. Replacement / addi-
tional bottles for classroom use are available from the office. They cost
£1 each. (September 2011). Replacement tops are available free of
charge.

SCHOOL DRESS

There is a mandatory school uniform. The colours are royal blue (not
navy) sweatshirt over a yellow, white or emerald green polo shirt. Children
are expected to dress appropriately for a day's school work. Sportswear,
track suits, jeans, etc. are not suitable. Clothes which are excessively short,
long, tight or baggy are unsuitable for school. All children need a change of
footwear in bad weather. There is also an indoor P.E. uniform which consists
of black shorts and blackshirt. Indoor dance and gymnastics is done bare-
foot.

School sweatshirts, polo shirts, and polo dresses printed with the school logo
and the P.E. shorts and tee shirts are available from the school office. Blue,
green or yellow gingham or striped dresses are often preferred in the summer
months and are available from local suppliers or can be ordered for parents
from school. Please note RED is not in the school colour scheme. Optional
school caps can be purchased from the school. These are useful in the sum-
mer months to protect the children from the sun during break times. Children
are asked not to bring large bags to school, but rather to use a drawstring bag
(available from school £3.50) or a small duffel bag or back pack.

Children in Key Stage 2 will need a warm outdoor P.E. kit with a change of
footwear with a good grip once a week (usually between Februartehalf

and the October haterm). Jewellery should not be worn as there is a dan-
ger that it may be caught on equipment. Certainly necklaces should not be
worn outside clothing. Only studs are allowed for those with pierced ears.
